Only such candidates will be considered
for selection who have achieved the minimum speed prescribed for
typing (minimum speed of 25 words per minute in Hindi typing and 30
words per minute in English typing is required). A merit list will be
prepared on the basis of marks of the written examination of the

candidates qualified in the typing test.
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
